This saves 
the expense of having to buy another com-
plete robotic system in order to have a robot 
with Fido installed on it.

Weighing less than 3 pounds, Fido hand-held 
explosives detectors from Nomadics can be 
used to screen packages, shipping containers, 
vehicles and people for traces of explosives 
while providing real-time visual and audio 
feedback to a robot operator through the  
operator control unit (OCU) and keeping  
the operator at a safe distance from the  
items being inspected.

Ease of operation is enhanced by the robot 
operator’s ability to hear the Fido sensor. 
Mimicking a Geiger counter, the Fido makes 
a ticking sound if it senses explosives are 
present.
